*Wall hangings do not need a sleeve. Wall Hanging are quilts intended for display on the wall.
A wall hanging needs to measure 60 or less.

Please be sure that you attach a fabric name tag securely sewn to your quilt, and the
paper entry label attached to the bottom right hand corner.

A Photo is Required: A color photo of your quilt (submitted with your entry form) will be
used for identification. An instant photo or a photo taken while work was in progress is quite
acceptable. The quality of the photo is not important. The Jacksonville Museum Quilters
promise to treat your quilt with care and respect. Quilts will be in a secure locked room
throughout the period of the show. Insurance is the responsibility of the quilt owner.

No entry may be removed from the show prior to the close of the show.

Quilt entries may be claimed following the close of the show
between 4:30 to 5:30 p.m. on Monday, July 13, 2009,
at the entrance to the Quilt Show.
A receipt from the entry form is required to claim each item.
Be sure to give full instructions on the entry form for the return of your quilt
if it 1s to be sent via UPS, US Mail, etc. Please include a prepaid return label.
